I just wanted to get a message to the supervisor for an officer who came to 
an incident/accident we were involved in on Friday night, October 5th,  at 
around 10pm.  The officer’s name was Jason, although we did not get his 
last name.  We wanted to say how very impressed we were with the officer 
in his dealing with the accident.  The accident occurred on Highway 13, just 
north of 150th.  The incident involved a young man who was towing a car 
for a friend of his and the car lost a wheel, which collided with our car.  The 
driver was nice, but wanted to place the blame on the owner of the car he 
was towing and didn’t want to take any responsibility.  When the officer 
explained it is possible he is responsible as the driver, he was not happy.  
The officer did a very good job of explaining to him that he should consider 
himself lucky that no one was hurt since we had two young children in the 
car besides my husband and myself.   
  
The driver had pulled off the road on the other side several yards north of 
us.  The officer continued to monitor his activities since he had friends 
showing up to help him put the tire back on, etc.  While watching him, he 
stayed near us and used his car to block the entrance to the turn lane we 
were parked at the start of.  He was very nice to both of our children, and 
talked with our 7-year-old, showing him his squad car, and gave him a little 
plastic badge, which he couldn’t wait to show everyone at school!  Jason 
waited with us for close to a half an hour or more while we waited for the 
state patrol to show up.  He periodically checked in with the state patrol to 
keep us up on the progress of the trooper’s arrival. 
  
I was very impressed with his professional attitude, even though it was 
technically not his report to take (on Highway 13).  We appreciated the fact 
that he kept an eye on the other driver and his activities, without being 
rude, since we were concerned about the drivers attitude that it wasn’t his 
fault.  He deserves kudos for such excellent service to its citizens.
